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BELGIAN CHAMPIONSHIP 2025
TOURNAMENT INFO 

1.1. The Belgian Padel Senior Championship is a competition organized in alternance each year by PWB and Padel Vlaanderen.

1.2. The Belgian Padel Senior Championship is a competition for players affiliated to TPWB or Padel Vlaanderen. 

1.3. The Belgian Padel Championships will be played on the 5th and 6th of July 2025 at TBA .
 
1.4. Padel Belgium provides new balls for each match. Balls will be replaced the first time after 9 games and thereafter every 11 games.

1.5. Matches will be played in the best of 3 sets to 6 with GOLDEN POINT.

1.6. Out-of-court play is only permitted if the court has an official out-of-court play safety area*. 

*The official out-of-court play safety area is defined based on the FIP regulations: 2m wide, 8m long, 3m high and the access must be protected in its three sides (later, upper, net post) with a product to cushion against player contact.

1.7. The finals are played with an umpire. Semi-finals are played with a passive referee. Other rounds are played without referee. 

REGISTRATIONS AND ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA

2.1. Only players with the Belgian nationality can participate. 

2.2. Teams need to register by pair through the system of the organizing federation. 

2.3. Tournament entries open 4 weeks before the start of the tournament and close on Sunday night 23.59 the 29th of June.

2.4. In total 16 pairs for men and women will be accepted to enter the tournament draw.

2.5. The acceptance is based on the ‘Padel Belgium Ranking’ of 30/06/2025. 

2.6. The highest ranked 16* players are directly accepted to participate at the Belgian Padel Championships with their partner (according to 2.6). If one of these players does not register, the next ranked player is accepted. If two accepted players form a team, the next ranked player is accepted. This continues until 16 pairs are formed. 

2.7. The accepted players can choose a partner to enter the Belgian Championships. Only players who participated in at least one Belgian Padel Tour tournament (of those tournaments that count for the Padel Belgium ranking) can enter the Belgian Championships. 

2.8. In case of ex aequo in the final ranking before the Belgian Championship, the following criteria are used in the following order (if 1 criterion is decisive, the next criteria are not taken into account)
1. #Win - #loss matches
2. #Win - #loss sets
3. #Win - #loss games 
4. If still ex aequo, toss will decide

2.9. Padel Belgium can grant 2 Wild Cards for men/women in exceptional and particular cases. Players can request a Wild Card by email to the tournament organization including their motivation. The national team selectioners and selection committee will approve or deny requested Wild Cards. The wild card request must be sent to celine.guissard@tppwb.be by the 26th of June 12pm.

2.10. Players who enter the Belgian Championship must be fully available for the duration of the tournament. 

 * -1 or -2 in case Padel Belgium grants 1-2 Wild Card.

DRAW 

3.1. The supervisor representing Padel Belgium will make draws. 

3.2 A direct elimination draw will be used. All teams will start in last 16.

3.3. There will be 8 seeds in the draw. The seeds are determined by the best sum of Padel Belgium ranking points (Padel Belgium ranking points players 1 + ranking points player 2).

3.4. Draw with 8 seeds (draw in 1/8 final) : 
· Seed 1 top of the draw
· Seed 2 bottom of the draw
· Seed 3 and 4 placed by draw and can only play seeds 1 and 2 in ½ finals
· Seeds 5-8 are placed by draw but they can only play first round against not seeded players 
3.5. Coaching is allowed according to the following rules : 

· During the changeover between games/sets. Exception, coaching is not allowed during tie-breaks. 
· The coach must be seated on the bench next to the court during the complete duration of the match. When a coach leaves this seat, he/she is not allowed to coach during that match anymore (except for toilet break).
· Only 1 coach per match is allowed to coach a team. 
· The national team coaches of Padel Belgium are not allowed to coach at the Belgian Championship.  
· Players that participate to the tournament are not allowed to coach other players. Exception, a male player may coach a female player and the other way around.

3.6 After the draw is published, the following must be applied : 
· In case a top 4 seed (team) withdraws before Wednesday 11am the week of the tournament, the draw will be removed and drawn again. In case a top 4 seed (team) withdraws at a later time, the below rules are applied.
· A team (both players) that is not available can be replaced by a team using/following the rule 2.4 and 2.5
· In case the player who is not available is one of the accepted players: 
· The team receives a forfait (non excusé) or a walk-over (excusé) depending on the reason.  
· The highest ranked player who also registered for the tournament is contacted to replace the team 
· In case the partner of an accepted player is not available: 
· The accepted player can choose his/her partner again
· 2 teams may not split up and form new teams
· Teams cannot be switched in the draw
